TERMINATION OF TENANCY: Resident(s) shall completely move out/vacate temporary address within ______ hours of receiving written notice whether served to the resident personally or posted at the temporary address.  If Resident(s) fail to vacate on or before the agreed upon date stated above, the owner of the subject premises or its agents may bring an action against the Resident(s) for eviction as hold-over tenants under Florida law.  All personal property remaining in the premises after the Resident(s) vacate may be destroyed at no risk of liability to the owner or agents of the subject premises, and further, the Resident(s) agree to hold said owner of the subject premises and agents of the owner harmless against all liability whatsoever.
CONDITION OF DWELLING: Resident(s) agree to leave the temporary dwelling in the same condition as they found it and to not remove any items belonging to the owner/managing company.
OCCUPANTS:  Only those designated in this agreement as Resident(s) shall occupy the apartment unless written consent of Management or Owner is obtained.  Resident(s) agree to abide by all occupancy rules of Management or Owner. 

ASSIGNMENT: Resident(s) shall not assign this agreement or sublet the premises or any part thereof.  Any unauthorized transfer of interest by the Resident(s) shall be a material breach of this agreement. 

RISK OF LOSS: Personal property of Resident(s) and Resident(s) invitees shall be in the unit at the sole risk of Resident(s).  Owner or management shall not be liable for any damage caused to said personal property arising from fire, accident, acts of God, criminal acts, acts of negligence or bursting or leaking water pipes. 

ATTORNEYS FEES: Should it become necessary for Owner or Management to employ an attorney to enforce the terms and conditions of this agreement, Resident(s) shall be responsible for all costs and Attorneys’ fees whether or not suit is filed.

TIME IS OF THE ESSENCE. Time is of the essence with respect to all time periods contained in this agreement.

OTHER TERMS: ALL OTHER TERMS OF THE LEASE AGREEMENT OF THE CURRENT APARTMENT SHALL APPLY AND ARE INCORPORATED HEREIN UNLESS IN CONFLICT WITH THIS AGREEMENT WHEREBY THE TERMS OF THIS AGREEMENT SHALL APPLY.
